                                        LEGAL REPRESENTATION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this _____ day of ____________, ________,
by and between Collings Lakes Civic Association, hereinafter referred to as “Client”) and Shivers, Gosnay & Greatrex, LLC, 1415 Route 70 East, Suite 309, Cherry Hill, New Jersey, 08034 (hereinafter referred to as “Attorney”).

I.  SCOPE OF ENGAGEMENT

The Client has engaged the Attorney to undertake the general legal representation of the Client.  By the terms of the Agreement, the Attorney will perform general legal services relative to the Client, including but not limited to:

i) The review and interpretation of association documents including public offering statement (narrative, master deed, by-laws, etc.);

ii) attendance at any and all Board meetings, when specifically requested to do so;

iii) telephone calls with Board members and management representatives;

iv) collection efforts (e.g., delinquent letters, lien processing, etc.);

v) review of contracts and leases from vendors;

vi) litigation (including collection litigation);

vii) miscellaneous other general business and legal matters.

The Client agrees to pay the Attorney for the performance of any and all such legal services, to pay for all expenses incurred in connection therewith, and to cooperate fully with the Attorney and to provide all information known by or available to the Client which may aid the Attorney in representing the Client.

II.   LEGAL FEES AND EXPENSES

A. Legal Fees:  The Client and the Attorney agree that legal fees will be determined in the following manner:

1. Unless otherwise indicated herein, all billing for legal services rendered pursuant to this Agreement will be at an hourly rate, the time being recorded in increments of tenths of an hour and will consist of all time incurred in furthering Client’s representation, including, but not limited to, office and court time, telephone conferences and travel time. The recorded time will be multiplied by the hourly rates of the 

individuals who incurred the time.  Presently, the hourly rates are:

These rates are subject to change from time to time, and the Attorney agrees to promptly notify the Client of such changes.

2. For certain projects/tasks, a flat fee will be charged rather than an hourly rate charge, regardless of the time expended on the project.  Those projects include but not limited to those items shown on the attached rate chart list.
These rates are subject to change from time to time, and the Attorney agrees to promptly notify the Client of such changes.

B. Other Fees, Charges and Expenses:  The Client acknowledges that the Attorney may incur reasonable expenses in providing services to the Client.  The Client agrees to reimburse the Attorney for all out-of-pocket expenses paid by the Attorney, or, if the Client is billed directly for these expenses, to make prompt, direct payments to the originators of the bills. 

C. Schedule of Billing and Payments:  The Attorney’s fees and expenses, determined by the method described in the agreement, shall be billed to the Client monthly at the above address (or any subsequent address of the property manager).  Client agrees to pay such bills upon presentation. In the event that the Attorney must initiate legal action of any kind to collect payments dues hereunder, including Fee Arbitration, the client shall be responsible for all reasonable costs and attorney fees incurred. 
III.   GENERAL MATTERS

A. Termination of Representation:  The relationship established by this Agreement is subject to termination only as follows:

i. The Attorney reserves the right to terminate representation of the Client if the Client fails to honor this Agreement or for any just reason as permitted or required under the New Jersey Code of Professional Responsibility or as permitted by the Rules of Courts of the State of New Jersey.  Notification of termination shall be made in writing to the Client.  In the event of such termination the Client agrees to promptly pay the Attorney for all services rendered by the Attorney and all other fees, charges and expenses incurred prior to the date of such termination.

ii. The Client reserves the right to terminate the representation and shall notify the Attorney in writing of any such termination.  In the event of any such termination, Client agrees to promptly pay the Attorney for all services rendered by the Attorney and all other fees, charges and expenses incurred prior to the receipt of such notice.

B. Indemnification. In order to effectively represent the Association, the Attorney must rely on the Association to provide accurate information. In the course of its representation of the Association, the Attorney will file documents and make representations to the court and opposing parties in full reliance on the accuracy of the information provided by the Association. Therefore, the Association agrees to take reasonable steps to ensure that accurate information is provided to the Attorney, and further the Association agrees to indemnify the Attorney and hold the Attorney harmless (including costs of defense) for any claim, lawsuit, sanction or other action brought against the Attorney that was caused or contributed to by the provision of inaccurate information by the Association and/or its managing agent to the Attorney. 
C. Complete Integration, Binding Upon All Parties:  This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Client and the Attorney regarding this matter and the fees, charges and expenses to the paid relative thereto.  This Agreement shall not be modified except by written agreement signed by the Client and the Attorney.  This Agreement shall be binding upon the Client and the Attorney and their respective heirs, executors, legal representatives and successors.
